1 –Tdap (prior to entering 7th grade)
2 – Varicella (chickenpox) 2 doses as of October 1, 2015

Dt = Diphtheria, Tetanus

Td = Tetanus, Diphtheria

Tdap = Tetanus, Diphtheria, Pertussis

MMR = Measles, Mumps, Rubella
